            EVENTS LISTING (in date order)

INTRODUCTION  (Library) – half period
Instructions on whole event, timetables given out, how to win points for group etc.
QWIZDOM (Assembly Hall) – half period
Computer quiz to show how much pupils know about Climate Change at start of event

SPEAKER (Assembly Hall – Dr Alistair Lavery, head of RSPB) – one period

Talking on Al Gore’s message from “Inconvenient Truth”

WDC Guest (Susan Shannon, Waste Aware) – half period
Change between library and Assembly Hall (for Team Time session 1)

INTERNET RESEARCH (various rooms) one period
Pupils work on own to find information on Climate Change (will be given a list of interactive websites which they can “play” on or can cut and paste info into own folders on server)
TEAM TIME (1 and 2) (Assembly Hall) two separate periods 
Ideas about team name, team logo, how to display their work etc. Can include time to discuss what they’ve learned so far and how they can display it.  Later Team Times will include discussions on what they’ve learned on trips and how they could present information later. Also some explanation of future events (Big Debate, Big Green Poetry Machine etc) and reminders about resource box neatness, behaviour, teamwork etc.
GARDEN INTRO (outside) – double period

Countryside ranger or National Park Gateway centre speaker will talk about school gardens and what to plant to encourage wildlife
PEOPLE POWER (Edinburgh Uni Roadshow)   (Room 41 ) one period

Practical hands-on energy lesson – working with renewable power sources.
BEAT IT (Music dept) 3 separate periods, plus performance at end

Using renewable, recyclable instruments – rhythm band. End performance will be pupil led – either from within S1 group or older pupils (as availability allows).
CARBON FOOTPRINT (Science classes) double period

Activity where pupils learn about their impact and how to improve it.

TRIPS – MINING MUSEUM (near Edinburgh) and CRUACHAN HEP Station (near Oban)
 2 trips per pupil
Leave school 9am, arrive around 11am. Get 30 minutes underground at each place. 30 minutes lunch, 30 minutes activity. Have to leave around 1.45pm to be back at school by 3pm.  (Go to Assembly Hall on return and work on displays or notes from trip)
GREENHOUSE BUILDING (Tech) double period
Building a greenhouse from 1500 plastic bottles – Tech dept to build framework.

GROW YOUR OWN… (Home Econ)  double period

How does growing our own food help prevent climate change, and what can we grow in the school garden or at home.
STATISTICS (Maths) two separate periods
Prepare graphs and charts for display from statistics related to Climate Change (local temperature changes over decades, Cash for Cans exercise)

VIVE LA FRANCE (Modern Languages) one period

Pupils will learn what is being done to combat Climate Change in France. Some will learn key phrases and be able to explain what they have learned in French, some will translate, and some will prepare notices in French and English to be displayed round the school (eg Please turn off lights. Please turn off the tap.)
TILE DESIGN (Art) one period

Pupils will design a 6x6 inch tile to be part of the garden design. It can show any topic related to gardens, wildlife, specific plants, or even have words (eg Dumbarton Academy Garden) so they can work as a group or individually. The paper version will be displayed in school – the painted tiles can be completed later.
ACTION (PE) one period

An orienteering activity (round the whole school) related to Climate Change.

POWER POINT (Bus St / Comp St) double period

Pupils will prepare a powerpoint presentation to be shown on the final day (and perhaps at a later Assembly). 

DRAMA (Assembly Hall - A Moody + G Downie) double period
Groups will prepare a drama presentation to be performed on final day and perhaps at a later Assembly.

THE BIG DEBATE (English) double period

Pupils will be in groups and debate (for one period) the issues involved in Climate Change and what they have learned so far during the event. The second period will allow them to prepare a leaflet explaining Climate Change.
GROUP EVALUATION (Thursday period 2)

Each group will be asked to write down how they think they met each of the Four Capacities of Successful Learner, Confident Individual, Responsible Citizen and Effective Contributor throughout Clim8 Change.
FINAL PRESENTATION – Thursday afternoon (1.40 – 3.10pm)

Each group (and each pupil) will be given opportunity to explain parts of their display boards, perform a short drama, perform as a Junk Band, recite a poem or whatever they can offer to show what they have learned about Climate Change.
EVALUATION – Thursday afternoon (3.10pm – 3.30pm)

Each pupil given an evaluation form and asked for comments on what they have learned.
