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We visited a coal mine and a HEP station to show the difference between old and new ways of generating power





We worked together to design a set of tiles to spell out a message for our group





We designed our own gardens where we could plant things that we could then eat





We learned about some of the different ways French people are involved in recycling and saving energy





We worked out clues to find flags round the school – working in pairs and groups





We debated Climate Change issues and then designed leaflets based on what we had learned while debating





We brought in things from home to use as instruments in our junk (samba) bands
