Guidelines for Teachers 
 
This is an introduction manual to compliment the accompanying set of rules on how to 
introduce Siuthad! to yourself and your students. 
 
Getting to know the board and questions 
On the screenshot of the board game Siuthad!, translations are given of all text and character 
operations on the board.  
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Getting started 
Before using Siuthad for the first time, you'll need to spend a little time collating the 
questions into their specific topics using the supplied translated answers included in this 
manual. The topics being, Aig an taigh - At home, Àireamhan ς Numbers, An t-sìde ς 
Weather, An uair ς Time, !ƴƴǎ ŀΩ ŎƘƭŀǎ - In class, Aodach ς Clothes, Biadh ς Food, Cur-
seachadan ς Pastimes, Dathan ς Colours, Mi-fhèin ς Myself, Mo theaghlach - My family and  
Peataichean ς Pets. It is anticipated that you will have studied at least four of the topics 
before contemplating using the board game.  

 

During this process it will give you the opportunity to familiarize yourself with the board and 
questions. In familiarizing yourself with Siuthad!, it is best to look at the board and other 
components while reading the rules. You might then like to try playing the game, even 
using 'imaginary' players if necessary. By doing so, you will fully understand how the game 
works, and then be ready to introduce it to your students. 
 
Introducing the Game to a Small Class 
If you are using a single copy of Siuthad in a small class for the first time, begin by setting 
out the various components, naming each and briefly explaining its function as you go. 
Then, after deciding teams, which must be a minimum of two decide which topics and 
how many are to be included in play. As suggested that you must be familiar with at 
least four of the topics, this does not mean that you must have four topics in play. This 
gives the option of topics which you feel that the students are stronger in fluency. Next, 
guide your students as they begin to play, explaining what should be done whenever 
they are unsure. As play continues, you might like to further clarify any of the rules, award 
scoring tokens as they are earned and help out with pronunciation if necessary. 

Introducing the Game to a Large Class 

If you are using several copies of Siuthad in a large class for the first time, you should 
begin by demonstrating how the game works. To do this, ask for three or four students to 
Ƨƻƛƴ ƛƴ ŀ ΨdemoΩ game and have the others gather round to watch. Then set out the 
various components and briefly explain the function of each. Next, guide the ΨdemoΩ 
group as they start to play, explaining how the game works as you go. After your students 
get the idea, you can leave the ΨdemoΩ group to continue with their game and help 
other groups get started. Allow each group to decide whether they will play individually or 
in teams. Once all your students are playing, you can move around the classroom, making 
sure they are playing correctly and generally helping out whenever necessary. 
 
Please note: Standing in front of a class and reading aloud the Rules of Play is not usually 
the best way of introducing the game, as your students will have little context in which to 
understand what they are hearing. 
 

Teams should only be asked questions from the topics that they have covered. If all 
your students are of similar abilities, they should each answer questions from 
whichever topics are on the board. 
If you have a class containing students of mixed abilities, you can either assign levels as 
you see fit.

Pre-teaching 
If you wish to do some pre-teaching before your students play the game, you could 
introduce the function of `Making Simple Requests'. To do so, quickly outline some 
of the more common structures and write examples on the board that will be useful 
to them during the game, such as:

For a lower-level class, you might like to leave these on the board for students to 
see. This should encourage them to use Gaelic to communicate during the game. 
Other useful phrases you could write are:

After the Game 
After your students have played the game, you might like to have them discuss, either 
in pairs, small groups or as a class, which type of question they found the most 
difficult, what they thought of the game as a whole, whether they think games in   
general are useful activities for learning, or any other questions or topics you'd like to 
suggest. 
 
If Time is Running Out 
If a game hasn't finished before a class must end, you can tell your students that 
time has run out and explain that the Winner is the team closest to collecting the 
target number of scoring tokens. Teams should calculate how many tokens they still 
need in order to reach the target number, with the team requiring the least being the 
winner, For example, a team needing just one more token of a particular coloured 
character would be the winner. This is better than leaving the game 'incomplete', 
and most of your students will accept it as fair. If two or more teams tie for the least 
number of tokens still needed, joint-winners can be announced.
