Competitor 1: John Balliol


Reason: he came from the eldest family


Competitor 2: Robert Bruce


Reason: he was a grandson of Earl David and so he was more ‘royal’ than Balliol

3(d): The award of Berwick

The Award of Berwick was when Edward announced his decision about who was to be King of Scots. It was John Balliol.

John Balliol was made King of Scots by being made to sit on the Stone of Destiny.

If people broke their homage they could be killed and all their belongings were taken by the king.

Twelve men were chosen to share power with King John and to stop him being frightened.

Good answer:
The Scots thought so, but it was not ‘normal’ for a king to share his power and King Edward would probably not listen to the 12 men.

Problem:
King Edward had a big army and could beat them in war.

Solution:
The Scots made an alliance with France.
Good answer:
The French army was too far away to help the Scots if Edward attacked.

30 men were burned to death in their warehouse in Berwick


The people in Berwick made fun of King Edward  and called him ‘Lang shanks’.



The ships had to give up their attack on Berwick.



All the people in Berwick were killed.



The English found it easy to cross the wall into Berwick.


King Edward gave the people of Berwick three days to surrender.

Topic 6: William Wallace, Guardian of Scotland
Wallace was given the title of Sir William Wallace.
Wallace took over the government of Scotland and was called the Guardian.

Wallace had to defend Scotland from attack by King Edward/England.
Wallace had to organise a new Scottish army.
Wallace made Lamberton Bishop of St Andrews and he sent him to get help for Scotland from the Pope and from France.

Topic 7: The Battle of Falkirk, 1299
7(a): Preparing for the battle

King Edward came to Scotland with a large army. 


In comparison, Wallace’s army appeared to be very small.  


Wallace did not have as many knights as King Edward. 


Wallace had to choose his battlefield carefully.

Wallace wanted a loch in front of his army so his soldiers could wash.


Wallace wanted a loch in front of his army to make it difficult to attack his army.


Wallace placed his men in circles like hedgehogs called ‘schiltrons’.


Wallace’s men had not shaved so they looked like hedgehogs called ‘schiltrons’.


Wallace placed his men in four groups with the knights behind them.


Wallace placed his knights in four groups with his men behind them.

7(b): What happened at the Battle of Falkirk, 1299

The Scottish knights all ran away

The Scottish bowmen were all killed

At first, the English knights could not break the Scottish schiltrons

Edward changed his way of attacking and the schiltrons were soon broken

Many Scots were killed
because


The Scots could not escape.


The English knights had moved towards the Scots.

Scottish spearmen in the schiltrons could not protect themselves from arrows.


The Scottish knights were not there to protect them.


Schiltrons were a good defence against horsemen.
Topic 8: What happened after the Battle of Falkirk, 1200–1302
He had to leave Scotland because he had to fight the French

The French war kept him busy because the king of France was keeping him there fighting

The Pope upset his plans because he made him set King John free.

The Scots would not fight properly because they knew they would lose in battle.

The Scots did not support him because they supported the Guardians and King John.

Topic 9: Scotland and England, 1302–05
The French were defeated in battle. 

This helped Edward because they could not support he Scots any more and Edward could concentrate on Scotland.

The Pope changed sides. 

This helped Edward because he now had the support of the Pope against the Scots.

King Edward returned to Scotland. 

This helped Edward because this forced the Scots to surrender to him.

Edward re-organised the government of Scotland. 

This helped Edward because he gave all the top jobs to Scots and they accepted this and supported him.

Topic 5: Bruce’s recovery

This frightened other Scottish nobles into accepting Bruce as their king.

The evidence that Bruce had a lot of support by 1309 is that Bruce was able to call a Parliament and the important nobles and churchmen went to it.

Booklet 5: Robert Bruce, 1310–28
Topic 1: Defeating the English

Robert Bruce needed to capture the important castles in Scotland because:

Edward moved his army between the burns because he thought they would be safe there

The consequence was that his army was trapped.

Bruce was pleased to see the English there because only a small number would be able to fight at a time and that gave Bruce a better chance of winning.

Bruce hoped the consequence would be a great Scottish victory.

Edward’s decision was important because:

his army was trapped

he could not use all his men


(
his men could be forced into the burns and drowned.

2(d): The Battle of Bannockburn
Bruce divided his army into four schiltrons and they advanced towards the English. The English knights charged at the Scots but they were unable to breakthrough. The Scots pushed them back.

Some English bowmen crossed the Pelstream to try to get behind the Scots but they were all chased away.

The Scots continued to push the English back but they began to get tired. Just then the small folk charged down to join the battle. The English began to panic and to run away.

King Edward tried to hide in Stirling Castle,but he was not allowed in. He had to escape by boat.
Robert Bruce won a great victory at Bannockburn.

Topic 3: After Bannockburn
