PowerPoint Presentations to Support the 

Teaching of Access 3 Mathematics -

Materials Guide for Teachers
The information below describes the different types of material found in the Access 3 resource. 

Problem Solving:

Fully interactive presentations designed for use with an interactive whiteboard or similar teaching tool. The presentations present the pupils with a problem and then allow a multiple choice answer to be selected.

Lesson Materials:

When a topic did not lend itself to a problem solving approach, then a traditional type lesson was created making maximum use of the PowerPoint animation technique. The lessons have appropriate built-in pupils’ tests to check progress and understanding.

Calculator Questions:

These starter questions allow pupils to use a calculator to carry out basic arithmetic calculations. The units recognise the difficulty some pupils at Access 3 level have in inputting basic sums into a calculator. The materials give a selection of exercises but the template is easily used to create your own lessons.

Non-Calculator Questions:
Like the calculator questions, this package is designed as a starter exercise. Once again a selection of exercises has been designed but the template allows further exercises to be created with ease.

Mental Arithmetic:

These exercises allow questions to appear for 10 seconds only to give a visual prompt to visual learners. The questions should be calculated mentally and the answers can then be brought up for checking. Again a template is supplied to allow further exercises to be easily created.
