Jargon Buster

Processsor:  This is the ‘brain’ of the computer.  It makes the other parts work.  Its speed is measured in gigaherz (GHZ) and most PCs have at least 1 GHZ.

Random Access Memory (RAM):  This is the computer’s ‘memory’ where information is stored while it is in use.  Its size is mesured in megabytes.  Most new PCs have at least 256 Mb.

Hard Disc:  This is like a filing cabinet.  It provides long-term storage for programmes and data files.  Its capacity is measured in gigabytes (Gb).
