This planner has been developed by one local authority to support Advanced Higher.

The exemplification is in French, but it may be useful for departmental planning related to other languages at Advanced Higher. 

ADVANCED HIGHER FRENCH: SUGGESTED PROGRAMME OF WORK

HSDU has undertaken to provide six reading comprehensions and six listening comprehensions to assist teachers in plotting their advanced Higher course in French, German, Spanish and Italian. This material was clearly not intended to constitute a course, or even a programme of work but is intended to exemplify how texts might be developed in line with the materials already distributed for Higher. It is expected that at least four reading comprehensions and two listening comprehensions for French will be distributed from September 2000, but these texts will be more suitable for students as they progress through the session.   

The following course planner was developed by one local authority and has been put together based on the themes and topics for AH as in the current AH Arrangements Document.  It includes some of the Higher texts already distributed to centres, particularly the three star texts which were provided as Higher extension material.

This suggested material forms a possible basis for a course for Advanced Higher French. However, teachers should be clear that any material culled from other sources they prefer which also fits the curricular requirements and is of the same standard of difficulty and demands the same conceptual skills will be equally suitable.

This particular plan  has been developed around three recently published course books: 

· Objectif Bac (Harper Collins),

· Prévisions/Réalisations (Mary Glasgow) and 

· Zénith (Heinemann)

By using all three, a rich seam of appropriate material has been found. 

It should be noted that this scheme does not take account of grammatical coverage as outlined in the Grammar Grid in the Modern Languages Arrangements Documents. 

A series of activities similar to those developed for each item in the Higher French pack could be carried out in connection with texts selected from the programme below.  The AH texts to be distributed by HSDU will contain such language and interpretation activities fully written out. 

The items for study listed below, based as they are on the Advanced Higher grid, assume that students have covered a course to overtake the programme set out in the Higher grid in the previous year. Some items below are included to permit quick revision of work included in that programme.
